 [] SUNSCREEN   [] chapstick with sunblock  
 [] malaria medication 
 [] mosquito repellant (DEET 30-50%) 
 [] personal prescription medications   [] hand gel, baby wipes, wet ones etc. 
 
Incidentals, though important 
 
 [] $10 for Dominican visitor visa (Santo Domingo airport) 
 [] spending money (for gifts, ice cream, pizza, Jumbo store etc) 
 [] flashlight (frequently no electricity) 
 [] water bottle (drinking water provided) 
 [] journal/pen  [] camera [] Bible and other reading material 
 
Optional 
 [] sheets/pillowcases/pillows provided (but if you like to take your own and 

leave them for future groups, they will be used for teams like us) 

 [] dirty laundry bag (large ziploc or similar; pack clean clothes/return with dirty)

 [] checked bags must be no more than 50 pounds 
 [] one carry-on   [] one personal bag (purse, camera bag, briefcase, etc) 

 [] strictly ahere to TSA security rules for carry on items 
 [] personal prescription medications must have your name and be in original 

pharmacy container (carry these with you in your carry-on bags in case
